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Decision

for provision of civil security and road safety in Brest oblast during preparation and holding of the elections of deputies to the House of Representatives of the National Assembly of the fourth convocation

general situation

Under the Constitution, the Electoral Code of the Republic of Belarus, the Decree of the President of the Republic of Belarus of June 24, 2008 No. 344 “On announcing elections to the House of Representatives of the National Assembly of Belarus of the fourth convocation” on September 28 this year, the elections to the Chamber of Representatives of the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus will take place.

Regional department of internal affairs is charged with a task to provide due level of civil security at polling stations during the period of preparation and carrying out the 2008election campaign; effective and timely response to the operating environment; within the framework of their competence to render assistance to electoral committees in implementation of their authority.

Conclusion from assessment of the situation

1. In the period of preparation and holding of the elections to the House of Representatives of the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus of the fourth convocation, it is expected that a great number of citizens would be present at polling stations. 

2. It is necessary to take preventive measures and draw out task arrangements for protection of public order and ensuring personal, property and road security in the places where electoral committees work.
3. During preparation and holding of the elections the following occurrences are possible:
3.1. Crowds of people at limited areas where elections are held;

3.2. Violation of public order by some citizens, hooliganism against other persons, including international observers and representatives of mass media;
3.3. Holding by opposition parties and movements unsanctioned rallies, aimed at public expression of their views, and in particular during the meetings of candidates for deputies with voters;

3.4. Blocking buildings of executive authorities, state institutions or blocking traffic in the streets of the cities;

3.5. Commitment of grave crimes, including terrorist attacks;

3.6. Obstruction of exercise of electoral rights, or of electoral committees’ work;
3.7. Natural and man-induced emergencies;

3.8. Traffic security violations;

3.9. Staging provocations aimed at discrediting police;

3.10. Appearance of persons pursuing destructive and extremist plans;

3.11. Group violations of public order.

PLAN
In order to implement requirements of the Directive of the President of Belarus of 11.03.2004 No.1 “On measures for reinforcement of public security and discipline”, the Decree of the President of Belarus of June 24, 2008 No. 344 and the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus, it is necessary to take preventive measures and work out target events for provision of road safety and security of citizens and property.

TO FOCUS PRIMARY EFFORTS ON:


1. Providing public order, personal safety and safety of citizens’ property.

2. Holding operational, prevention and surveillance activities.

3. Strict and accurate observance of laws when protecting public order, polite and tactful attitude towards citizens and guests as provided by the requirements of the Order No.1 of 01.01.2005 by the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus.

4. Prevention of unsanctioned actions by parties, movements and separate citizens; road blockings. 5. Prevention and suppression of unlawful acts, crimes, group violations of the public order.

6. Prevention of mass accumulation of citizens at the territories which are unable to accommodate such quantities.

7. Providing guarding of polling stations, bulletins and documents of precinct commissions.

8. Providing road safety.

9. Prevention of natural and man-induced emergencies.

10. Prevention of organizing and holding terrorist attacks.

In order to coordinate actions of forces and means involved in law enforcement in the period of the electoral campaign holding in 2008, a situational-operating headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs should be created. It should consist of:

Police colonel L. R. Nagumanau, commanding officer of the Law Enforcing department of the Directorate of the Internal Affairs

Police colonel A. S. Kastsychyk, commanding officer of Brest regional directorate of the Guarding department of the Internal Ministry of Belarus;

Colonel of interior duty S. A. Bahdanovich, senior officer of the Internal Ministry of Belarus in Brest region;

Police lieutenant colonel A. I. Mekhed, Traffic police department of the Internal Ministry of Belarus’ senior officer 

Police lieutenant colonel I. K. Batsuk, senior officer of the Criminal Investigations Directorate of the Internal Ministry of Belarus
determined Tasks:

The SOH of the Internal Affairs Directorate is:

To carry into execution:

Control of the actions of means and forces involved in 

1. Preparation, operational control for ensuring protection of public order and ensuring personal, property and road security in the places where elections of deputies of the House of Representatives of the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus are held;
The first deputy of the Internal Affairs Directorate, director of criminal police (I. A. Sauchyts) is 

to carry into execution:

operational-investigative means aimed at prevention and suppression of actions by persons prone to commitment of grave crimes, including terrorist acts, and hindering citizens of the from exercising his/her electoral rights or an election commission from carrying out its work.


Public Security Police senior officer (V. D. Kharik)

to carry into execution:

control over the actions of forces used for securing public order in the period of preparation and holding elections.

Deputy head of the Internal Affairs Directorate personnel management (H.I. Barysiuk)

To organize:

Moral and psychological preparation of the personnel, involved for execution of determined tasks;

studying by the personnel of the principal provisions  of the Law of the Republic of Belarus of 07.08.2003 No. 233-3 “On mass actions in the Republic of Belarus”, “The Electoral Code of Belarus”, articles of the Belarusian code of laws “On administrative violations” which stipulate responsibility for violation of the law on elections;

to carry out:

explanatory work among the personnel about the importance and specific features of holding elections, about the socio-political  situation in which they would be held, the necessity to increase vigilance, be more organized, step up general and legal culture, improve discipline and responsibility for the results of;

to ensure:

compliance with obligations of the Order of the Internal Ministry of Belarus of 01.01.2005 “On police and tactful treatment of citizens by personnel of law enforcement agencies and internal troops’ soldiers”;

to limit:

annual leaves to personnel, when the reinforced line of duty is implemented;

to work out:

a sample for a stand “Corner of a voter” for mounting it in city and regional police departments of the region;

to exclude:

cases when workers of police departments clarify information about the number of voters who had taken part in the voting; and carrying out any agitation work by them.

to choose:

three inspectors and one leader to a SOH working group; and lists of its members to send to the Internal Affairs Directorate’s Law Enforcement department before 15.09.2008.

Colonel of interior duty (S. A. Bahdanovich) senior officer of the Internal Ministry of Belarus in Brest region

to guarantee:

constant control over the behavior of persons under suspended sentence and persons on conditional discharge, who are under supervision of open-type correctional facilities. On the day of elections such persons are to be prohibited to move outside the limits of the administrative district;

stepping up security measures for persons who are imprisoned in different institutions, remand prisons;

to provide:

assistance to election commissions for allowing persons who stay in Medical-Labour Centres, persons under administrative arrest for administrative violations, and those serving sentence in correctional facilities, to vote.

Commanding officer of the Law Enforcing department of the Directorate of the Internal Affairs (L. R. Nagumanau)

To organize control over holding:

set of actions for preparing the personnel of law enforcement agencies for actions under the conditions of operational situation aggravation in line with the Internal Affairs Ministry Order of 01.02.2000 No.8 and other legal documents of the IAM;

to control premises of election commission and polling stations, to study their technical strengthening (including conditions for storing documents and voting bulletins); fire safety measures (together with representatives of emergency situation organs and units, members of election commissions);

preventive measures against persons with criminal record, mentally disabled with aggressive tendencies, persons registered for committing domestic crimes, and persons who previously committed violations of the electoral law; -- to prevent crimes and other violations by them; 
to isolate bomzhs (street persons) – in cooperation with public health authorities and social protection agencies;

measures for prevention of involving the underage in distribution of illegal printed materials; 

preventive talks with postmen of post offices, village Soviets’ chairmen, about inadmissibility of holding illegal campaigning and distribution of printed materials with anti-state contents by them; timely informing of law-enforcing agencies when persons carrying out anti-State agitation and urging to boycott elections are detected;

to correct:

special plans of the Internal Affairs Directorate if needed;

to guarantee:

control over providing assistance to precinct election commissions in securing the right to vote to persons who had been sentenced to arrest, who serve sentence in remand prisons; 

a report to the main department of law enforcement and preventive work of public security police of the Internal Affairs Ministry of Belarus before September 1, 2008 about readiness for maintenance of public order in the period of preparation and holding elections; 

weekly (Wednesdays at 2 p.m.) informing of the city Law Enforcing department of the Directorate of the Internal Affairs about the course and results of public order protection after the measures finished;

to work out: 

a plan to Internal Affairs department representatives who go to the police departments of cities and regions for carrying out readiness of the police departments for law enforcement during the pre-election campaign and elections;

a schedule of work of a working group of SOH for the period o September 23-28, 2008 inclusively;

to organize control over city and regional police departments’ holding:

inspections of the state of keeping of weapons, explosive and high-toxic substances, and their 100% confiscation in the procedure prescribed by law from educational institutions and other places where election commissions will be situated; and guaranteeing their centralized and secure keeping in police departments;

to assign:

three inspectors and one head of a Directorate of Internal Affairs‘ SOH working group; lists to be given to the Law Enforcing department of the Directorate of the Internal Affairs before 15.09.2008.

Senior officer of Watch Service department of IAD (Zhavarankau A.G.)

To ensure:

preparation and availability of an accumulative case including all documents required under paragraph 9.2 of the instruction of the IAM of 28.07.2008, and control over availability of analogous accumulative cases with all necessary materials;

informing of the head of the Internal Affairs Directorate about all detected writings on administrative buildings, about leaflets concerning elections or planned and past illegal rallies and marches, and measures on their neutralization;

control over timely receiving and returning back government-issue weapons in operations duty units of police departments;

immediate communication of information concerning preparation and holding elections via operations duty services.

To organize:

Round-the-clock work of reinforced investigation and operational groups from September 22 to 28, 2008, to guarantee immediate response to the reports about crimes and incidents;

Control over manpower meeting at territorial police departments after an alarm signal.

Senior officer of the traffic police (A.I. Mekhed)
To organize control:

Over adjustment of traffic police units’ schedule of work on ensuring public order protection, property and road security considering polling stations location;

To charge:

Units of Road Patrol Service of traffic police with keeping a close watch on facts of pasting leaflets, transportation of printed materials produced with violation of the law in force, raising unauthorized flags, and prohibition of writing at buildings, holding unsanctioned rallies;

To organize:

reconnaissance of streets and roads bordering on places of voting, and approach roads to them; 

holding briefing meetings, preventive talks on road security with drivers of transport allocated for election commissions;

to check technical condition of cars allocated for transporting election commissions;

to ensure:

road safety in the routs where protocols of the votes count results and other documents would be transported to territorial election commissions;

to assign:

three inspectors and one leader to a SOH working group; and lists of its members to send to the Internal Affairs Directorate’s Law Enforcement department before 15.09.2008.

Senior officer of Citizenship and migration directorate (V.I. Aksyonau)

To render:

Help for citizens who had lost national passports of the Republic of Belarus, to register them in line with the form No.9 so that they could exercise their electoral rights in the future.

to assign:

three inspectors and one leader to a SOH working group; and lists of its members to send to the Internal Affairs Directorate’s Law Enforcement department before 15.09.2008.

commander of Patrol-Guard Service regiment (V.V. Maksimuk)

to organize control:

over adjustment considering polling stations location of Patrol-Guard Service’s schedule of work on ensuring public order protection, property and road security;

to carry out:

approximate allocation of Patrol-Guard Service regiment forces (except for special rapid reaction squadron) for suppression of possible unsanctioned actions at the territory of the cities of Brest, Pinsk, Baranavichy; to define zones of responsibility of the abovementioned units;

To impose upon:

police details the task of monitoring situation along patrol routes with a purpose of preventing pasting leaflets, transporting illegally manufactured printed materials, hanging out unauthorized flags and inscribing slogans on buildings, as well as conducting unauthorized actions;
To conduct: 

from September 1 to September 20, 2008 as provided by Complex Plan of Improving the Congruence of Police Personnel and Internal Forces daily practical trainings for Police Patrol Service personnel on counteracting disturbances;

To create:

for the period from September 22 to September 28 inclusive an operating reserve group with at least 15 Police Patrol Service men, by maintaining its twenty-four hour service within the stationing of the unit, and immediate reacting at the command of head of the Situational- Operating Headquarters in accordance with legal provisions.

To Head of Brest Regional Office of the Security Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus (A.S.Kostiuchik)

To maintain control:

of correcting work schedules of arrest squads of the Security Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus adjusting them to the locations of polling stations to insure public order and property security of Belarusian citizens;

To impose upon:

arrest squads the duty to monitor the situation along patrol routes aimed at the prevention of pasting leaflets, transporting illegally manufactured printed materials, hanging out unauthorized flags and inscribing slogans on buildings, as well as conducting unauthorized actions; paying especial attention to unattended objects followed by an immediate report to local operating on-duty police departments;
To maintain:

Twenty-four-hour guarding of the bulletins from the day Brest printing house starts producing voting bulletins and to the day they are passed to election committees;

Reinforced guard to state executive bodies and other vital objects by adjusting patrol routes;

To recruit:

A sufficient amount of personnel to maintain security of town polling stations by agreement with heads of local executive bodies.

To Head of Organizational and Analytical Department of the Department of Internal Affairs (L.N.Zholnerchik)

To transfer personnel of the Department of Internal Affairs to maximum security service mode during the period of the election campaign.

To Head of Anti-Corruption and Economic Security Department of the Department of Internal Affairs (Y.P.Goloveichuk)
To maintain:

Control of the usage of resources allocated by the state budget and the non-budget foundation for the conduction of the parliamentary election of the members of the House of Representatives of the National Assembly of the Republic Belarus of the fourth convocation.

To detach one officer and head to the working group of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs, produce data on the officer to Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs by September 15, 2008.

To Heads of Criminal Department and Department on Drugs and Human Trafficking of the Department of Internal Affairs (I.K.Batsuk, O.Y.Tsarik)
To maintain:

In cooperation with the KGB Brest department, monitoring the operating situation from September 20 to September 28, 2008 inclusive, to prevent and register offences during the 2008 election campaign;
To take precautions:
Against possible provocations, to neutralize citizens aiming at undermining the election or disturbing order during the election, including informal youth groups;

To arrange:

Work with special groups with a focus on localization of criminally inclined citizens during the election campaign, including unauthorized mass actions;

To Head of Criminal Department of the Department of Internal Affairs:

To detach one officer to the working group of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs, produce data on the officer to Law and Order Department of the Department of Internal Affairs by September 15, 2008.

To Head of Information and Analytical Department of the Department of Internal Affairs (A.B.Brusnikov)

To maintain:

Immediate (in case of additional inspection – within 3 days) implementation of incoming requests during the election campaign;

Provision of data and materials necessary for the work of electoral committees.

To Head of Communication Department of the Department of Internal Affairs (E.V.Lanskikh)

To maintain steady communication of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs with the other bodies and units of the Ministry, police details involved in maintaining order at polling stations, through the main and the auxiliary communication units;

To provide:

With communication facilities personnel to be involved in maintaining order at polling stations;

To work out:

By September 20, 2008 a call-sign table for the police departments of the region;
To prepare:

By September 20, 2008 a telephone directory, including the phone numbers of the Situational- Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs, regional emergency service, border troops and customs, electoral committees, key executive persons, and field engineering services of military unit 5526 (Brest) and 7434 (Baranovichy);

To maintain direct communication with heads of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs, including cellular and fax connection, and three special phone lines.

To Head of Forensic Department of the Department of Internal Affairs (V.A.Novik)
To maintain:

Photo and video coverage of unauthorized mass actions dealing with the election campaign, for the purpose of documenting possible offences.

To Head of Department of Information and Public Relations of the Department of Internal Affairs (V.V.Vasilevsky)

To maintain:

Coordination with mass media for the purpose of covering the work of police personnel during the election campaign;

Timely monitoring and producing of unfavourable information dealing with the election campaign that has been published in mass media to Head of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs;

in pursuance of Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs #88 of July 21, 2008, distribution and commenting on the information dealing with detentions, confiscating printed materials and other criminal offences only through Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs and the Department of Information and Public Relations of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus.

To Commanders of military units 5526, 7434 of the Internal Forces of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus (I.I.Efimuk, S.N.Kravchenia)

To give guidance:

To personnel of the Internal Forces of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus on the significance and the peculiarities of the 2008 parliamentary election, its political and public context, along with the necessity of increased vigilance, self-discipline, general and legal culture;

To conduct a series of activities aimed at preparing the personnel of the Internal Forces of the Ministry of Internal Affairs for acting under pressure as provided by Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs @8 of February 1, 2000 and other acts of the Ministry of Internal Affairs;

To bring into a state of readiness:

Resources and forces for executing tasks under pressure.

To Heads of Brest and Baranovichy Transport Departments of Internal Affairs (V.V.Bidziura, V.I.Prokuda)

To strengthen:

Protecting law and order at railway stations and adjacent territories;

To maintain:

Timely informing of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs of destructively inclined citizens traveling by railway;

To eliminate:

Any provocations by citizens traveling by railway;

To impose:
Upon train convoy details the duty of monitoring the situation with a purpose of preventing pasting leaflets, hanging out unauthorized flags and inscribing slogans on buildings at railway stations and stops.

To heads of town and district departments of internal affairs

To conduct:

A series of activities aimed at preparing the personnel of the Internal Forces of the Ministry of Internal Affairs for acting under pressure as provided by Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs @8 of February 1, 2000 and other acts of the Ministry of Internal Affairs; in case of necessity, correct special plans;

From September 23 to September 28, 2008 inclusive twenty-four-hour work of the Situational- Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs, reinforced investigational groups, by ensuring their immediate reaction to incoming requests, information on crimes and incidents;

By September 10, 2008, in cooperation with representatives of emergency services, members of electoral committees inspections of polling premises to secure their technical functionality (including conditions for documents and bulletins safety), fire safety; copies of inspection records to be sent to Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs by the date stated above;

By September 1, 2008 a control alert assembly of personnel;

Maximum adjustment of details and mobile groups to locations of electoral committees;

Moral and psychological training of personnel for service;

Detailed selection and training of personnel, regular inspections of details at polling stations;

Carry out:

By September 1, 2008 estimation of personnel of the regional department of internal affairs necessary for twenty-four-hour guarding of polling stations and inform Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs by e-mail;

Working meetings with heads of electoral committees concerning cooperation and providing practical assistance in case during their work there appear any problems competent to police;

Special activities aimed at withdrawing homeless people in cooperation with other competent bodies;
To give guidance:

To personnel of the Internal Forces of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus on the significance and the peculiarities of the 2008 parliamentary election, its political and public context, along with the necessity of increased vigilance, self-discipline, general and legal culture; increased responsibility for the results of service;

To conduct:
Working meetings with representatives of courts on a reduction of the number of administrative imprisonments during the election campaign;

By September 8, 2008 inspections of weapon, explosives and poisonous substances storage safety, as well as their 100% withdrawal from educational establishments and other locations of electoral committees and secure their storage at Operating On-Duty Service of the town and district departments of internal affairs.

To obtain:
Lists of polling stations (including legal address), members of electoral committees (including address, date and year of birth, occupation and phone) from local executive bodies and produce them to Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs by e-mail as provided by Appendix 1;
To provide:
Assistance in voting to citizens that are under administrative arrest and are serving it at detention centers of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, persons that are in detoxification centers, along with citizens that have been sentenced to criminal imprisonment;

 To transfer:

 Personnel of the Department of Internal Affairs to maximum security service mode during the period of the election campaign, as provided by an order by the Department of Internal Affairs;
To take precautions:

Against possible provocations, to neutralize citizens aiming at undermining the election, pursuing extremist intentions or disturbing order during the election, including informal youth groups;

To provide:
By agreement with local housing and communal services and road maintenance departments of local executive committees, a sufficient amount of paint to eliminate the slogans of anti-state content inscribed on buildings;
Control of timely return and receipt of government-issue weapons at operating on-duty services of the units of the Ministry of Internal Affairs by personnel involved in maintaining order at polling stations;
Monitoring the situation for the purpose of localizing foreign citizens staying in Belarus without proper documentation and piracy products (audio/video or printed materials) of antisocial content;

Immediate execution of Instruction of the Department of Internal Affairs #97 of 2006 on providing information;

Maintaining order during candidates’ meetings with voters;

Personal and property security of international observers and representatives of mass media;
From the day electoral committees receive voting bulletins and other documentation, their twenty-four-hour guarding and inspecting service progress by heads of the Department of Internal Affairs, and, after an official canvass – secure transportation and convoy of canvass records and other documentation to superior electoral committees;

Immediate control of incoming information dealing with the election campaign, its timely processing and submission to the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs and Operating On-Duty Service of the Department of Internal Affairs for subsequent reporting to the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Operating On-Duty Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus;

Maximum security guard of convicts during the election on September 28, 2008;

Reinforced guard to state executive bodies and other vital objects by adjusting patrol routes;

Timely monitoring and submission by fax of unfavourable information dealing with the election campaign of the deputies of local councils of the Republic Belarus of the twenty-fifth convocation that has been published in mass media to Head of the Situational- Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs;
In accordance with the established procedure, immediate (in case of additional inspection – within 3 days) implementation of incoming requests during the election campaign;
Informing of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs of the progress and results of maintaining order during the election campaign;

To take precautions:

Against minors being involved into distributing illegal printed materials;

Against any offences during the election campaign for the sake of law and order;

Against extremist and destructively inclined persons appearing at polling stations;

Against persons distributing illegally produced printed materials;

To work out:

By September 20, 2008 and submit to Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs by e-mail plans of maintaining law and order during the election campaign;

To circumscribe:

From August 18, 2008 to the end of the election obtaining leaves by police personnel;

To report:

On September 20, 2008 by an internal e-mail document to Department of Law and Order of the Department of Internal Affairs on readiness to maintain law and order during the 2008 election;

To provide:

Database maintenance by operating on-duty services, including:

a) acts dealing with the election: the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus, the Electoral Code of the republic of Belarus, the Law on Mass Actions in the Republic of Belarus, extracts from the Criminal and Administrative Codes of the republic of Belarus dealing with violations of the electoral legislation;

b) lists of polling stations (including legal address), members of electoral committees (including address, date and year of birth, occupation and phone), candidates and places of their meetings with voters;

c) inspection records (fire security and technical functionality) of the polling premises;

d) instruction by the Ministry of Internal Affairs #92 of July 28, 2008 on measures of maintaining law and order during elections, resolution by the Department of Internal Affairs on maintaining law and order during the 2008 election campaign. Voting bulletins from the day they are received by electoral committees;

e) order on creation of a Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs; plan of electoral activities.

COOPERATION
To Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs to establish cooperation:

With the KGB Brest Regional Department and its local offices for the period of the election campaign, aimed at control of foreign citizens staying in Belarus, operating control of destructive leaders and persons pursuing terrorist intentions.

With Brest Regional Criminal and Anti-Corruption Department, aimed at operating control of criminal elements and their leaders to prevent disturbing peace.

With Brest regional emergency service and its local offices, aimed at maintaining fire security at polling stations.

With Brest Regional Prosecutor’s Office and its local offices, aimed at legal evaluation of decisions taken to maintain law and order, public safety and legal assistance in case of emergency.

MANAGEMENT

Management of the Situational-Operating Headquarters, forces and resources of maintaining law and order, road and property security of citizens is assigned to heads of the Situational-Operating Headquarters of the Department of Internal Affairs.
